ORDINANCE NO. _______, 2nd Series
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE TYLER CITY CODE OF 2006 BY AMENDING SECTIONS 6.39, 6.40, 10.15.1, 11.33, 12.24.3 and 12.25.3.
	The City Council of the City of Tyler Ordains that the followings sections of the Tyler City Code of 2006 are hereby amended and restated as follows:
6.39. Unlawful Turning. No person shall perform a “u-turn” as that term is defined by Minnesota Statute 169.19 Subd. 2 upon a public right-of-way located within the area designated as the Downtown District except at intersections between city streets.
6.40 Amplified sound from vehicles. The playing or operation, or permitting the playing, use or operation, of any radio, tape player, disc player, loud speaker, or other electronic device used for the amplification of music or other entertainment, which is located within a motor vehicle being operated on a public street or alley, or in commercial or residential parking facilities, which is audible by any person from a distance of fifty (50) feet or more from the vehicle is unlawful and hereby declared to be a public nuisance. When sound violating this section is produced or reproduced by any such device that is located in a motor vehicle, the motor vehicle's owner, if present when the violation occurs, is in violation of this section. If the motor vehicle's owner is not present at the time of the violation, the person in charge or control of the vehicle at the time of the violation is in violation of this section. In addition to an owner or a driver, any person who controls or assists with the production of sound violating this section is in violation of this section. A violation of this subsection is a petty misdemeanor. The first violation shall be punishable by a fine of one hundred dollars ($100.00), a subsequent violation is punishable by a fine of $300.00. 
10.15.1. Police Department, City Administrator or other designated officer shall enforce the provisions of this Chapter relating to nuisances.  The Police Department shall enforce provisions relating to all nuisances and shall assist the, City Administrator and other designated officers in the enforcement of provisions relating to nuisances affecting peace and safety and nuisances affecting comfort and repose by creating blighting.  Such officers shall have the power to inspect private premises and take all reasonable precautions to prevent the commission and maintenance of public nuisances.
11.33. Juvenile Age Sixteen (16) or Seventeen (17).  It is unlawful for any minor person at least age sixteen (16) but under the age of eighteen (18) unless accompanied by a responsible adult to be in or upon or loiter at any public place within the City of Tyler between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 5:00 a.m. of the following morning and between the hours of 11:00 p.m. and 5:00 a.m. of the following morning on Friday and Saturdays.  
12.24.3. No off-sale shall be made on Thanksgiving Day; or Christmas Day, December 25; but on the evenings preceding such days, if the sale of liquor is not otherwise prohibited on such evenings, off-sale may be made until 10:00 P.M. except that no off-sale shall be made on December 24, after 8 P.M.
 12.25.3. All employees of the Licensee shall have vacated the premises by 3:00 A.M., and there shall be no persons, except the licensee, in the licensed premises between 3:00 A.M. and 6:00 A.M.
