Public Express – 

· Mary Bartz spoke to the council about an incident that occurred on Aug. 1, 2017 when she said she was bitten by an aggressive dog. The Council reviewed the City Code as it relates to animals at large.

Audit Report – Matt Taubert of Meulebroeck & Taubert presented the Council with the 2016 audit report. Mr. Taubert stated that it was an unqualified report. Mr. Taubert encouraged the Council to give him a call if there were any questions about the report. Copies of the report are available at City Hall for public review.

Food Shelf Request – Dub Lutterman presented information to the Council on a new fernace for the new food shelf building. Lutterman requested consideration from the Council to approve one of three quotes he presented. Motion by Erick Harper, second by Greg Peter to approve the bid from Dean Brandt at $3,600.

Stoney Point Lease Agreement – Motion by Erick Harper, second by Kenneth Jensen to approve the proposed Stoney Point Lease agreement that extends the arrangement for five years and to advertise for electric work. Motion carried.

Housing Plan Report – Vince Robinson presented information to the Council on the Small Cities Development Grant the Council had commissioned to be reviewed. Based on the information presented by Robinson, he requested the Council consider approving the second phase of the project – motion by Kenneth Jensen, second by Tim Sanderson. Motion carried.

2017 Preliminary Levy – The Council set the preliminary 2017 Levy at $290,879.32 and scheduled the Truth in Taxation Hearing for Monday, December 4, 2017. Motion by Erick Harper, Seconded by Greg Peter. Motion carried.

Sunday Liquor Sale – Motion by Erick Harper, second by Scott Dressen to approve Sunday Liquor sales to align with recently revised state law. Motion carried.

Administrative Citation Resolution – Motion by Scott Dressen to approve the Administrative Citation Resolution as presented. Second by Erick Harper. Motion carried.

Aeronautics Agreement Resolution – Motion by Greg Peter to approve the annual renewal with the Minnesota Department of Transportation, Office of Aeronautics reimbursement agreement, second by Tim Sanderson. Motion carried.

Fire Debris List Resolution – Motion by Tim Sanderson, second by Greg Peter to approve the establishment of an escrow account in accordance to the State Statute §65A.50 and notify the Minnesota Commissioner of Commerce for inclusion on the State’s Fire Debris Lis. Motion carried.

Playground Equipment Removal – The Council discussed the sale of the recently removed playground equipment. Administrator Wolfington stated he had heard from one person interested in purchasing the equipment.  Councilman Dressen said he also had someone express interest in purchasing the equipment. The Council made it clear that because the equipment was removed for safety concerns, they would only sell them for collectors purposes without warranty. Motion by Greg Peter, second by Scott Dressen to advertise the sale of the equipment for sealed bids. Motion carried.

Police Report – Chief John Spindler reported there were 68 total calls for the month of August. Spindler also updated the Council on the computer software.

Utilities Report – Administrator Wolfington presented the Council with an updated utility rate card with new prices on mattresses removal. Motion by Tim Sanderson, second by Scott Dressen. Motion carried.
