The Meeting was called to order at 7 p.m.

Agenda – Motion by Tim Sanderson, second by Scott Dressen to approve the amended agenda, changing item E. 2018 LMC Insurance Renewal to item B., adding item B1 for DSI – Small Cities Development Grant, changing item B. Stoney Point Electrical to item E. Motion carried.

Minutes – Motion by Kenneth Jensen, second by Erick Harper to approve the Sept. 11, 2017 minutes as presented. Motion carried.
Variance Request – The property owner for 130 W. Bradley Ave. has requested a Variance to allow a two bedroom apartment in the building located in the business district. City Attorney Glen Petersen read the City Code as it relates to variance requests and how it would relate in this circumstance.
Kari Altoff, property owner for 130 W. Bradley Ave, said when she first acquired the property she was under the impression it was duel zoned including residential. 
Jim Brust, property owner of the Laundromat located next to the proposed property submitted a letter in opposition to the proposed variance.

To Tyler City Counsel (sic),
	I would like to address the zoning variance request for 130 W. Bradley Ave. Zoning restrictions where put in for a good reason and should rarely be changed. I am concerned about parking. There seems to be no off street parking for that building. How many vehicles could belong to that building? A car left on the street after a snowfall would create a nuisance for my customers. The city plow only goes by once a snowfall. A residence car parked in front of Tyler Laundromat would be big hindrance to my customers who need to park close to carry laundry baskets in & out.
	There is no suitable outdoor space for this building to enjoy the outdoors and sit in a lawn chair, except for the public sidewalk. There are plenty of homes and apartments available in Tyler to rent or buy; we don’t need another substandard residence.

According to attorney Petersen the Council needs to review reason for the variance and collecting findings about its appropriateness. The Council considered the following items, its location, concerns about off street parking and other uses for the building. After some discussion it was determined that off street parking could happen in the back of the building off the alleyway. It was also determined that there were not a lot of other uses the building could currently be used for effectively.
Erick made a motion to approve the variance with the conditions that parking between the hours of 8 p.m. and 6 a.m. could only happen on the north side of the property off the alley with no street parking between those hours. There will be no accessory buildings or additions to the building approved by the City on the property. Greg Peter seconded the motion with the conditions. Motion carried.
2018 LMC Insurance Renewal – Kullen Stanek presented the Council with the 2018 LMC Insurance Renewal. Stanek said there was nothing remarkable about the renewal compared to previous years. Motion by Greg Peter to approve the LMC Insurance Renewal as presented. Kenneth Jensen seconded. Motion carried.
Small Cities Development Grant – Teresa Schreurs of Development Services Inc. provided an update on the proposed Small Cities Development Grant. Schreurs said she identified about 100 homes in Tyler and Ruthton. She said they are targeting 13 housing units in Tyler and 12 units in Ruthton.
She requested the Council make the following motions:
Motion to commit $15,000 from the existing revolving loan fund to put toward the project and continue to look at committing up to $12,000 in available assistance for eligible homeowners unable to commit 10% toward their project pending TRED approval. Motion made by Greg Peter, second by Scott Dressen. Motion carried.
Motion by Kenneth Jensen, second by Tim Sanderson to approve give the Mayor the authority to sign the contract. Motion carried.
Motion by Greg Peter to approval a public hearing for the Small Cities Development Grant during the January 2018 Council meeting, second by Erick Harper. Motion carried.
Food Shelf Furnace – Due to unexpected issues with the proposed upgrades to the furnace at the food shelf to be performed by Dean Brandt, the Council reconsidered bids from Dean Brandt, Rich’s Plumbing and Heating and Thomas Plumbing.
Motion by Scott Dressen, second by Tim Sanderson to accept the quote from Dean Brandt for $4,000, motion carried.
Stoney Point Electric Service – One bid from Tyler Electric was received to upgrade service at Stoney Point. Tyler Electric submitted a bid for $28,900. Motion by Kenneth Jensen to accept the bid, second by Scott Dressen. Motion carried. Greg Peter abstained. 
Comprehensive Plan – Administrator Wolfington provided the Council with information on a proposed comprehensive plan for the City of Tyler. He said the Council should review what is be proposed and consider it in the 2018 budget.

TACC Report – Mark Wilmes provided an update on the activities of the Tyler Area Community Club.

Police Chief Report – Chief Spindler reported the department received 41 calls.

Administrator’s Report – Administrator Wolfington requested the Council consider giving staff the authority to utilize a credit card. Wolfington presented the Council with information from the League of Minnesota Cities on Credit Card policies. The Council directed Wolfington to put together a policy for consideration at the next regular Council meeting.

Financial Report - Erick Harper moved to accept the financial report as presented, second by Tim Sanderson. Motion Carried.
