Small Cities Development Grant – Public Hearing – Teresa Schreurs of DSI was on hand to answer questions on the Small Cities Development Grant. No members of the public were on hand for the public hearing.
Public Express – Officer Eric Bloch presented the Council with his letter of resignation and informing the City of Tyler of his retirement effective January 16, 2018. Officer Bloch thanked the Council for the opportunity to work for the City of Tyler over the last five years.
Mayor Gregory Peter thanked Bloch for those years of service and made a motion to compensate Bloch with $3,000 for additional service rendered during the time the City was looking for a replacement officer. Scott Dressen seconded the motion, motion carried.

Police Officer Hiring – Administrator Robert Wolfington presented the recommendation of the Personnel Committee to offer the full-time police officer position to A.J. Anderson. The committee had interviewed Anderson who served as a part-time officer for the City over the last few years. The Committee was recommending an hourly wage of $19.00, a six month probation period along with the benefits and described in the City of Tyler Personnel Policy. Motion by Scott Dressen, second by Tim Sanderson. Motion carried.
Committee Assignments – Motion by Erick Harper, second by Tim Sanderson to keep committee assignments the same in 2018 as the previous year.
Official Newspaper and Banks – Motion by Erick Harper, second by Kenneth Jensen to name the Tyler Tribute as the Official Newspaper for the City of Tyler in 2018 and Citizens State Bank and First Independent Bank in Russell as official depositories. Motion carried.
Audit Proposal – Motion by Gregory Peter, second by Erick Harper to approve the audit proposal as presented by Meulebrook, Taubert & Co.
Pay Equity Report – Administrator Wolfington presented the Council with the Pay Equity Report for submission in January 2018. Wolfington said the findings show the City is in compliance. Motion by Erick Harper, second by Gregory Peter to approve. Motion carried.
