RESOLUTION 19-03
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF TYLER
ADOPTING THE CITIZEN PARTICIPATION PLAN AS PART OF 
THE SMALL CITIES DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM PROJECT 
WHEREAS, the City of Tyler (the “City”) intends to make application for project(s) contained in the Minnesota Department of Employment and Economic Development (“DEED”) Small Cities Development Program (“SCDP”) application, to be submitted on February 28, 2019; and
WHEREAS, a SCDP grant award may be considered by DEED only if the City certifies that it is following a detailed citizen participation plan, pursuant to Section 104(a)(3) of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended; and 
WHEREAS, it is appropriate for the City to adopt and adhere to the attached Citizen Participation Plan, including but not limited to conducting a public hearing to consider citizen input on the SCDP application on Monday, February 4th 2019 at 7:00 p.m., or soon thereafter, at Tyler Fire Hall, 101 East Lincoln Street, Tyler Street, Tyler, Minnesota.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TYLER, LINCOLN COUNTY, MINNESOTA, THAT: the Mayor is hereby authorized to execute the City of Tyler Citizen Participation Plan.
The adoption of the foregoing resolution was duly moved by Councilmember Tim Sanderson and seconded by Councilmember Kenneth Jensen, and after full discussion thereof and upon a vote being taken thereon, the following Councilmembers voted in favor thereof: Joan Jagt, Cricket Raschke, Scott Dressen, Kenneth Jensen and Tim Sanderson.

Whereupon said resolution was declared duly passed and adopted by the City Council of the City of Tyler on this 7th day of January, 2019.
Woodstock Internet – Terry Nelson of Woodstock Communications gave a presentation to the council about the company’s plans to roll out Fiber Internet to the Curb in Tyler. Nelson stated they were hoping to get support from the Tyler City Council to move forward with the project and are not looking for any financial commitment from the City. Motion by Cricket Raschke, second by Scott Dressen to give Woodstock Communications the support of the Council to move forward. Motion carried.
RTR School Building Project – RTR Superintendent David Marlette was unable to attend the meeting but Tim Bloom, a representative from facilities taskforce from the district was on hand to provide an update to the City Council on the February 12 referendum. Councilman Tim Sanderson who also serves on the taskforce also provided information on the project.
Joan Jagt presented a letter of support she drafted along with City Administrator Robert Wolfington. She stated council members could sign if they wanted to lend support toward the project. Joan Jagt, Cricket Raschke, Scott Dressen, Kenneth Jensen and Tim Sanderson signed the letter of support. No formal action was taken or requested.
Bloom stated as the project moves forward, requests may be made of the City of Tyler, but none were being made at this time.
Woodstock Internet – Stanly Townsend, Right of Way Agent for Finley Engineering, who is working with Woodstock Communications on looking locations for a utility structure for the project. Townsend said he met with City Administrator Robert Wolfington. They identified the location of the old Water Tower as a preferred site. An offer was presented to the Council and they elected to review it during the closed session for real property scheduled later in the meeting.
Update on Proposed Street and Sewer Project – Administrator Robert Wolfington reported he visited with Bill Helget of Bolton and Menk on the project. He said they are waiting for the sewer lines to be televised to provide additional information for the PFA application. Wolfington said they expected to be ready for the March 2020 application cycle.
Police Report – Chief John Spindler provided the December 2018 Police Report.
Attorneys Report – None
Administrator’s Report – City Administrator Robert Wolfington requested approval from the Council to attend a public financing seminar in February. He stated the cost would be $295 plus hotel and travel expense. Motion by Cricket Raschke, second by Kenneth Jensen to approve the seminar with a cap of $600 on registration and hotel expense.
Utilities Report – Administrator Wolfington presented a report on the City’s effort to reduce phosphates in the sewer system as requested by the MPCA.
