CITY OF TYLER, MN
WHEREAS, Lincoln Street from CSAH 8 to CSAH 7 is the east-west corridor street within the City of Tyler and;

WHEREAS, Lincoln Street from CSAH 8 to CSAH 7 provides abutting access to the City’s downtown Tyler Business District, including; Fire Station, Grain Elevator, Lumber Yard and other local businesses and;

WHEREAS, the high volume of trucks and other regional and local vehicle traffic on Lincoln Street from CSAH 8 to CSAH 7 has resulted in an existing deteriorated bituminous surface and;

WHEREAS, due to the deteriorated condition of the street surface from years of use by a high volume of trucks and other regional and local traffic, the City of Tyler intends to reconstruct Lincoln Street from CSAH 8 to CSAH 7 and;

WHEREAS, the County of Lincoln must act as the sponsor of grants through the MnDOT State Aid Local Road Improvement Program for communities in Lincoln County with populations of 5,000 or less.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Tyler City Council will pursue grant funds through the MnDOT State Aid Local Road Improvement Program for said purpose with sponsorship of Lincoln County understanding that all costs and the local match share of the grant would be the responsibility of the City of Tyler.
