Public Comment – George Ruhmann stated the City website needed to be updated.

Round-Up Fund Discussion – Administrator Wolfington reported there is roughly $14,000 in the Round-Up account. Mayor Jagt had requested how much was in the account for discussion of using the funds for the purchase of holiday decorations for Highway 14. Jagt said there was a request from the community club to use Round-Up dollars for these decorations. There is a sale currently going on through April.

John Spindler indicated he understood round-up dollars were to be used for utility repairs and upgrades. Wolfington said he would do research to verify. The issue was tabled until the next meeting.

Tidy-Up Tyler Days – There was a discussion about the plans for the next Tidy Up Tyler Days. Jagt indicated she would like to see it return to a free curb side pick up or something along those lines. The issue will be discussed further at a later date.

Airport Mower Discussion – Administrator Wolfington advised the Council about the need for a new mower at the golf course / airport. He indicated it was unlikely the state would provide funds at this time. Further discussion would happen at a later date.

Cellphone Policy – Mayor Joan Jagt reported she requested City Staff review some policies on personal cellphone usage during working hours. Administrator Wolfington stated he is doing research on the issue.
Credit Card Policy – The issue of the credit card policy was again discussed. No action was taken at this time.

Police Report – Chief John Spindler provided his report.

Attorney’s Report – None at this time.

Administrator, Utilities, Parks & Recreation – Administrator Wolfington provided his reports.
