Agenda – Motion to approve the agenda by Cricket Raschke, second by Scott Dressen. Motion carried.

Minutes – April 1, 2019 Minutes – Motion by Kenneth Jensen to approve as presented. Second by Tim Sanderson. Motion carried.
April 15, 2019 Board of Appeals Minutes – Motion by Scott Dressen to approve as presented, second by Cricket Raschke. Motion carried.

Public Comment – None.

Oak Street “Alley” – There was a discussion about City owned land that has been used as a make shift alley behind Oak street between Tyler Street and Willow Street. The Council opted to table the discussion until further information could be made available but expressed concern about getting involved in non-allies being maintained as alleys.

Service Road Discussion – There was a request for the City to fix frost bubbles on a service road along Highway 14. The Council directed City Administrator Wolfington to work with David Haroldson on bringing his grader out “when it makes sense.”

Lincoln Pipestone Rural Water Rates – Motion by Scott Dressen, second by Tim Sanderson to adopt a $.10 per thousand-gallon increase. The increase will be added to the City of Tyler Water Utility rate. Motion carried.

Garbage Truck Discussion – Administrator Wolfington provided the Council with information gathered by David Haroldson on a new garbage truck. The City has budgeted funds to go toward the purchase of the truck with a lease purchase agreement in mind.

Councilman Scott Dressen said he was not against purchasing a new truck, but wanted more information on the garbage fund to ensure it is a cost effective method for the City. Administrator Wolfington was directed to bring information to the Council at the next meeting.

Advertise Sale of Equipment – The City of Tyler has a surplus street sweeper and other pieces of equipment. Motion by Cricket Raschke to advertise for bids with a minimum bid of $10,000 placed on the Street Sweeper. Second by Kenneth Jensen. Motion Carried.

Land Purchase / Registered Property – Motion by Tim Sanderson, second by Scott Dressen to approve holding a joint special meeting with Hope Township on May 20, 2019 to approve a resolution for orderly annexation Motion carried.

City Attorney Glen Petersen presented the Council with the Registered Property for the land the City is acquiring on the West side of Tyler. Motion by Kenneth Jensen to approve Registered Property #3, second by Tim Sanderson. Motion carried.

Swimming Pool / Splash Pad Discussion – Administrator Wolfington provided the Council with information on the City’s Round Up fund. According to policy, the funds can be used for things to benefit the pool. Motion by Cricket Raschke to contribute $10,000 from the Round Up fund to go toward the proposed Splash Pad at the pool. Second by Scott Dressen. Motion carried.

Credit Card Policy – Motion by Kenneth Jensen to adopt the City of Tyler Cellphone Policy, second by Scott Dressen. Motion carried. Administrator Wolfington will apply for a City Credit Card with the following individuals allowed to sign:

Cards will be obtained for the City office, Utility Department, two for the Police Department and one for the Fire Department.

Vehicle Policy – The Council expressed concern about the City Staff bringing their work vehicles home over the lunch hour. Discussion about adding to the personnel policy language that stated non-police employees should avoid taking their work vehicle home unless on-call. Motion by Cricket Raschke, second by Tim Sanderson. Motion carried.

There was also discussion about a policy that allowed City Utility employees to use city equipment for personal purposes if they received approval by the City Administrator. The Council expressed concerns about the liability issues this created. Motion by Cricket Raschke, second by Scott Dressen to remove that portion of the policy. Motion carried.

Cellphone Policy – Tabled as it was not ready for the meeting.

Municipal Distributed Energy for Interconnection Policy – Tabled until the June meeting.
