Agenda - Motion by Scott Dressen, second by Tim Sanderson to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

May 6, 2019 Minutes – Motion by Kenneth Jensen, second by Cricket Raschke to approve the minutes with a correction under Credit Card Policy item – changing a portion of the minutes that stated Cellphone Policy that should read Credit Card Policy. Motion carried.

May 20, 2019 Minutes – Motion by Tim Sanderson, second by Scott Dressen to approve the minutes as presented. Motion carried.
Public Comments – Troy Lang spoke on his desire to gravel a strip of land behind his property and other residents on his block. Lang indicated he would do the work himself and would not expect the City to provide materials, labor or any additional service. This is an item on the agenda and will be discussed later.
Variance Request – Kevin Kuestermeyer at 308 S. Tyler Street requested a variance to replace his existing garage that is outside of the setback for side yards. Administrator Robert Wolfington stated notices were sent out and he visited with one of the neighbors that did not object. Councilman Scott Dressen stated he heard from one of the neighbors that had concerns about its location. Mr. Kuestermeyer explained what he intended to do for the project. Motion by Cricket Raschke, second by Tim Sanderson to approve. Motion carried.
Oak Street Alley – Troy Lang’s request was discussed by the Council. Administrator Wolfington stated he had done some research and found that in the early 1990s the residents along the stretch approached the City offering to purchase the stretch and turned over to the City of Tyler to maintain an easement, while the City would not do any further work on the land.
Following discussion, Administrator Wolfington recommended if the Council wanted to give Lang the approval to move forward, they do so contingent on the neighbors signing off on the proposal.
Motion by Scott Dressen, second by Cricket Raschke to approve allowing Mr. Lang to move forward so long as signatures are collected from the neighbors signing off on the work. Motion carried.
Sewer Project – Bill Helget from Bolton and Menk provided the Council with additional information on the proposed sewer project. Helget presented the Council with information on the project which led to a discussion of expanding the project to go from Ash Street to Tyler Street on Oak Street. The Council wanted to make sure it addressed the back-up issues along that section of Oak Street. Motion by Scott Dressen, second by Kenneth Jensen to approve the addition of Willow Street to Ash Street for the project.
Administrator Wolfington requested the Council adopt resolution 2019-09 that would allow the City to move forward with applying for State Bonding dollars for the project.

WHEREAS, Local governments should submit their capital budget requests to Minnesota Management and Budget (MMB) by June 14, 2019; and

WHEREAS, the City of Tyler, Minnesota is proposing to undertake sanitary sewer infrastructure improvements and has a identified a substantial need for State financial assistance in addition to funding from the City which meets or exceeds the state funding; and,

WHEREAS, the City of Tyler has the legal authority to apply for Capital Budget assistance, and has the financial, technical, and managerial capacity to ensure proper construction, operation and maintenance of the project for its design life.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Tyler  that the City of Tyler is authorized to submit the necessary 2020 Capital Budget application and information to the Minnesota Management and Budget Office.

WHEREAS, by order on September 28, 2004, the Minnesota Public Utilities Commission adopted Generic Standards for Utility Tariffs for Interconnection and Operation of Distributed Generation Facilities; and
WHEREAS, Minnesota Statutes Section 216B.1611, subdivision 3 required municipal utilities to adopt a generation tariff that addressed the issues included in the commission’s order; and
WHEREAS, under Minnesota Statutes Section 216B.25, any order of the commission rescinding, altering, amending, or reopening a prior order shall have the same effect as an original order; and
WHEREAS, by order on August 13, 2018, the Minnesota Public Utilities Commission adopted an updated interconnection process for distributed energy resources replacing the standards adopted in 2004; and
WHEREAS, the Tyler Public Utilities Distributed Energy Resource Interconnection Process addresses the issues included in the commission’s 2018 order; and
WHEREAS, this Distributed Energy Resource Interconnection Process functions in concert with                                                       the Tyler Public Utilities Policy Regarding Distributed Energy Resources and Net Metering as well as its Rules Governing the Interconnection of Cogeneration and Small Power Production;
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Tyler City Council adopts the Tyler Public Utilities Distributed Energy Resources Interconnection Process.

Bid opening for Equipment – The City of Tyler advertised for bids on two pieces of equipment, a street sweeper and a packer.
The City received two bids for the sweeper – City of Ruthton bid $20,002.29; Buffalo Ridge Concrete bid $3,000 for the sweeper. Motion by Cricket Raschke, second by Scott Dressen to accept the bid from the City of Ruthton.
Packer – Wayne Pearson bid $210 for the packer; Tom Sutherland bid $565 for the packer. Motion by Kenneth Jensen to approve the bid from Tom Sutherland, second by Tim Sanderson. Motion carried.
Comprehensive Plan Update – Administrator Wolfington requested the Council approve a change order for work being done on a comprehensive plan for $300. The change will have Bolton and Menk doing a mailing for a survey that gauge community input. Motion by Scott Dressen, second by Cricket Raschke to approve the change order of $300. Motion carried.
Cellphone Policy – The Council directed Administrator Wolfington to work on a cellphone policy related to the use of personal phones during working hours. Wolfington provided the following policy for Council consideration
Proposed Cell Phone Policy
EMPLOYEE USE OF PERSONAL CELL PHONES Employees not assigned city cell phones may be allowed to carry personal cell phones for their own private use, but personal use should be limited to break time or lunch hours, except in cases of an emergency. Again, employees must use proper safety procedures at all times when using a cellular phone, but especially while operating equipment, driving on City business, or performing similar duties. The city reserves the right to limit or forbid the use of personal cell phones during business hours by city employees if they are deemed to be a hazard or interfere with city business.
Motion by Tim Sanderson, second by Kenneth Jensen to approve the changes to the policy. Motion carried.
Garbage Truck Discussion – Administrator Wolfington was asked to provide a cost efficiency report on the garbage service in Tyler for further discussion on a new garbage truck. Wolfington provided the information and the Council will take it under consideration.
Police Report – Police Chief John Spindler provided a report to the Council. Councilman Scott Dressen expressed a desire to discuss blight mitigation in Tyler. Citizen James Boyle also provided feedback on his desire to see the City do more to address blight issues in town.

Petersen also presented the council with a lease agreement for Jim Kerkaert on the farmland the City of Tyler recently purchased. Motion by Kenneth Jensen, second by Tim Sanderson to approve the agreement as presented. Motion carried.
Administrator Wolfington provided the Administrator, Utilities and Parks & Recreation reports in writing.
Mayor Joan Jagt reported the personnel committee has been meeting with employees and will be going into mediation for a union contract.
Claims – Motion by Cricket Raschke to approve the claims as presented, second by Scott Dressen, motion carried.
Adjourn – Motion by Cricket Raschke to adjourn at 9:50 p.m., second by Kenneth Jensen. Motion carried.
