The Monday July 7, 2014 meeting was called to order by Mayor Thomsen at 7:05 p.m.

Present:  Mayor Thomsen, Council Members Denney, Harper, Petersen, Peterson.  Other present included City Administrator Williams, City Attorney Petersen,  Chief of Police John Spindler, and City Clerk Powell.  Guests present included Mic VanDeVere, Barry and Marlys Christianson, George Ruhmann, Al Barber and   Robert Wolfington III, 

Administrator Williams requested the agenda be updated by taking off Item 7, The Hospital Lease Agreement with THC until August, and Item 10 the Audit for Fiscal Year 2013 to next Monday night July 14, 2014. Administrator Williams also informed the council he would like to add Item C on Item 4.

Approval of the Agenda and Minutes:  Motion by Denney seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously to approve the agenda
Motion by Peterson seconded by Denney and passed unanimously to approve the minutes of the June 2, 2014 City Council meeting.

City Council Comment:  There were no comments

Mayor Thomsen presented a plaque to Mic VanDeVere for his 23 years of service for the City of Tyler.

Correspondence: There was a letter presented from Meadowview Properties regarding the $20 flat rate residential fee from the water improvement project.  Multifamily house is charged a $20 base fee per unit Morning Sun Apartments owned by Meadowview Properties this adds up to $320.00 per month. Meadowview properties is requesting some relief from the flat rate fee.  
Motion by Petersen, seconded by Denney and passed unanimously to keep the flat rate fee policy the same with no changes.

The second letter received by the city was from the Lake Benton Lake Improvement District regarding elections.  There are two directors positions open on the Lake Benton Lake Improvement District. The letter included a nomination request form and an Absentee Ballot Request form.
There was also a letter from Ray Furhmann about the airport closing consideration. Administrator Williams asked the council to retain the letter until the closing of the airport is on the agenda again and then we will address this letter.

Public Express: No one present

Police Chief Report:  The police report was given by Chief John Spindler.  There were 30 calls in the month nothing out of the ordinary. The police department had and electrical issued which is maybe why the police department lost their data on their computers.  The computer is getting worked on to retrieve the data and a new computer will be ordered.  the local townspeople are doing good with the detour just the out of town people are not following the detour to the best they could be.  There is a stop sign now at Highland court and Willow Street by the hospital.  The crosswalks are not very visible and need to be wider and more noticeable when the line painting crew comes they will be notified and paint the crosswalk.  

Public Nuisance Abatement Determinations:  There were two (2) formal public nuisance notices mailed out in June.  The mailed notices allow for an appeal for the owners of the nuisance notices and no one was in attendance to appeal.  The residents have until 4:00 pm on July 18, 2014 to correct said nuisance condition or conditions will be report at the next regular scheduled city council meeting of August 4, 2014 at 7:00 pm.  Motion made by Peterson and seconded by Petersen to proceed on with the Abatements.

Variance – 133 Maple St.:  Barry and Marlys Christensen are adding improvements to their property.  There proposal is a room addition on the house.  They would like to align the room addition with the existing house on the southern boundary of the parcel.  The existing house is five (5) feet from the property line they would like the new room addition to also be five (5) feet from the southern property boundary.  All the applicable property owners were notified and there were no objections from the neighbors.

Barry also requested to remove the sidewalk  from 133 Maple St.  The side walk is pretty much gone and leads nowhere.  Motion by Harper seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously to allow Christensen to remove the sidewalk from 133 Maple St.

Approval of Elections Judges:  The Head Election Judge for elections 2014 Alvina Welgraven presented the council with a roster of proposed election judges.  Motion by Petersen Seconded by Denney and passed unanimously to accept the roster of election judges.


Assessment Contract with Lincoln County:  The City received a proposed agreement to continue assessor services with Lincoln County.  Motion by Denney seconded by Peterson and passed unanimously to continue assessor services with Lincoln County

Maintenance Agreement-East River Electric: The city received a proposed maintenance agreement with East River Electric.  The City has East River perform maintenance and repair on the city owned infrastructure.  The contract covers the terms of the repair and maintenance.  Motion by Peterson seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously.

City Administrator report:  Administrator Williams requested the council approve giving the summer recreation employees a 25 cent raise each year for their service.  Motion made by Harper seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously.  

Administrator Williams presented to the council an application for a liquor license for the Tyler Fire Department to host the Abbleskiver Dance.  Spindler presented to the council that the Abbleskiver committee was not doing the dance any longer and the Tyler Fire Department would like to host the dance.  The Cities liability insurance could cover the event with the councils approval.  The insurance cost would increase by about $750.00 for the special event coverage.  After much discussion it was presented to the Fire Department if the Fire Relief Association could have it and use one of the local establishments to serve the alcohol.  Motion by Thomsen to deny the Fire Department serving alcohol.  No second.
After much discussion Harper made the motion to allow the Fire Relief Association to have the dance and use one of the liquor establishments to serve liquor and the city be placed as a 2nd insured  seconded by Petersen.  There will be a special meeting on Wednesday July 9, 2014 at 7:00 pm at the Fire Hall to get the required information from the Fire Relief Association.

Motion made by Thomsen seconded by Denney and passed unanimously to adjourn the July 7, 2014 City Council Meeting.
