CIP – There is a request from New Vista apartments for the use of CIP funds for appliance efficiency upgrades through United Community Action. Erick Harper moved to approve the amount of $12,024 for eight units in the apartment complex. Second by Tim Sanderson. Motion carried.
Police Chief John Spindler presented his police report.
Administrator Robert Wolfington updated the council on the pool preparedness for the 2017 season.
