In attendance  Mayor  Merv Peterson, Council Members, Harper, Petersen, Raschke, Sanderson, City Administrator Wolfington,  City Attorney Glen Petersen, Police Chief Spindler,  City Clerk Barb Powell,   Mark Wilmes,  Mic Vandevere, Jonathan Moe, Sharon Williams, Mary Maertens and  Judy Hansen
The Monday, February 1, 2016 meeting was called to order by Mayor Peterson at 7:00pm.
Motion to approve the agenda made by Sanderson seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously
Minutes of the January 4, 2016 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Petersen seconded by Sanderson and passed unanimously to approve the minutes.
Public Express:  Judy Hansen was present to discuss the utility policy that the city uses.  Hansen stated that they have rental houses in the city and the way that the utility payments are collected should be reviewed by the council so that residents do not get so far behind on their payments.  Hansen requested that she receive a copy of the revised policy if the City Council decides to change the policy.
Mic Vandevere was present to discuss ACE.  Vandevere is the County Commissioner for Tyler and he is on the ACE committee . Vandevere stated that there are seven counties in the ACE program and he would really like Lincoln county to be involved.  Vandevere was seeking cooperation from the council to initiate a volunteer recognition day of April 5th, 2016.  The council stated they are very interested in being part of the volunteer appreciation day.  Vandevere asked that he and Mayor Peterson  be present to show appreciation to our volunteers in Lincoln County. There will be a volunteer day in Lake Benton, Hendricks and Ivanhoe as well.  Vandevere will bring back information to the March council meeting on what the ACE committee has planned for the day.  
Vandevere also stated that as being a commissioner representative from Tyler he will also bring back to the March meeting an itinerary of what the County Commissioners have been doing.  
Vandevere also stated that he believes the city pays for the Commercial recycling in the community.  Vandevere would like to know why they are using city tax dollars to pay for the commercial recycling.  Administrator Wolfington will find out and bring back to the March council meeting.  
 John Spindler was present to present the complete ordinance on gas utilities and minutes to some other meetings that Councilmember Harper had requested.  Spindler state the he could not be present at the last meeting and felt that he needed to explain the issue about his gas connection. Spindler stated that he had added onto his house in 2007 when he did that he needed to remove the gas meter that was attached to the house,  the line was stubbed back at the curb.  Since Spindler has had no line to his house for all those years  and he has been paying the natural gas connection and  the line was snubbed back at the curb  he feels he should have the $6.00 charge refunded back to his account.  Petersen asked if access to the line means having an actual meter to the property or a tee to the property.  After some discussion it was decided that councilman Sanderson is the utility commission and the council would like him to bring back to the March meeting a recommendation.
Correspondence:  None
City Council Comments:  Councilman Harper stated that he has had a number of comments from citizens  and himself included that would like to discuss why the ice rink is not being used this year.  
Mayor Petersen ask that all the councilmembers have their  respective committees meet and bring back to the March council meeting their activities.
Police Chief Report:  Chief of Police Spindler reported there were 46 calls of service.  The Tyler Police assisted the County a few times the month of January and did a couple search warrants.  There was a couple of salesman going door to door the police were notified the police contacted the salesman and informed them that they need to check in with the City before they proceed with the sales.   
City Attorney’s Report:  Nothing at this time
Utilities Report:   Administrator Wolfington stated that he and Utility worker Beck had discussed flooding the rink in December and January and did not feel that it was conducive at that time.   Administrator  Wolfington stated that it takes a good couple of weeks to get the rink flooded.  Administrator Wolfington stated that there are days like today that make it hard to flood the rink as there is melting going on.    Councilman Harper stated he was frustrated with why the rink was not being used. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Tyler Healthcare Center- Business Subsidy Agreement:  Mary Maertens, Jonathon Moe and Sharon Williams were present to represent Avera.   The council was given a presentation regarding proposed acquisition of THC by Avera Marshall.  After the presentation to the council questions were taken by the representatives.  City Attorney Petersen explained the business subsidy and development agreement.  City Attorney Petersen stated that he felt there are two things to be noted, the continuation of health care operations by THC in the City for at least five (5) years after the benefit date of the subsidy providing certain Health Services to be determined by Avera Marshall based on the quality and financial feasibility of such services and THC shall not transfer any part of the Development Property prior to the expiration of five years from the benefit date without prior consultation with the city; provided that THC can transfer the Development Property without consulting the City, if THC has a minimum ownership interest in the transferee entity of not less than 50% or the sale is to a nonprofit tax-exempt organization in the City area.   Motion by Harper seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously to approve the Business Subsidy and Development Agreement between the City of Tyler, Minnesota and the Tyler Healthcare Center Inc.
Administrator’s Report:  Administrator Wolfington stated that he had met with Senator Weber and Representative Schumacker , they were in town touring the nursing home and he met with them and discussed broadband for the area and economic development.
Streets:  Administrator Wolfington stated that Bolton and Menk had done a study recommending street work for the City of Tyler.  Bill Helget with Bolton and Menk provided a proposal of bids for the project.  Helget suggested the City do Phase 2 first.  Motion by Petersen seconded by Raschke and passed unanimously to allow  Bolton and Menk request for bids for Phase 2. 
City of Tyler Utility Policy:  Motion by Petersen seconded by Raschke and passed unanimously to have the Utility Policy adjusted to state “ the second bill serve as the first notice of being delinquent on the bill after the second bill there will be a five (5) day delinquency letter and five (5) days later a shut off notice”.
Meeting Dates:  The Board of Appeal and Equalization will be April 18, 2016 at 7:00 p.m.
Motion by Sanderson seconded by Raschke and passed unanimously to change the November date of the council meeting to November 10th at 7:00 p.m. to include  Canvas of Votes. 
Minimum Maintenance Road:  There is a small gravel road on the north east side of Tyler this road has not had much work done on it for many years. The road is between Lincoln County Road 8 and CSAH 115.  The minimum maintenance will run from February 2, 2016 to May 1, 2016.  Administrator Wolfington presented a resolution to designate this a minimum maintenance road.   City Attorney Petersen would like to review the Minnesota Statute on minimum maintenance roads to make sure that the city has the road authority to designate a road minimum maintenance.   Motion by Rashcke seconded by Sanderson and passed unanimously to pass the Resolution for minimum maintenance road pending administrative review.  
Tractor:  Administrator Wolfington stated that in the 2016 Budget the city had allocated for a new tractor.  Administrator Wolfington is seeking direction from the council if the council would like to go through the state bid process.  Motion by Harper seconded by Raschke and passed unanimously  to start the state bid process on purchasing a new tractor.  
  Motion by Harper seconded by Sanderson  and passed unanimously to approve the bills.
Motion by Petersen  seconded by Raschke and passed unanimously to adjourn the meeting.
