Present, Mayor Peterson, Council Members Sanderson, Raschke, Petersen, Harper, City Administrator Wolfington, Legal Counsel Petersen, Chief SpindlerClerk Powell, Police Officer Bloch,  Mark Wilmes,   Gary Manson,  Larry Wyttenback, Keith Anderson, Patty Anderson,  Marvin Brinkman, Bob Sichmeller, Brenda Sichmeller, Sharon Kolle, and Kullen Stanek

Mayor Petersen called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Approve Agenda:  Administrator Wolfington asked to add item C-2 to the Agenda,  2016 MMUA contract.  Motion by Petersen, seconded by Raschke and passed unanimously to approve the agenda with Item C-2 MMUA 2016 contract.  

  Motion by Raschke seconded by Sanderson and passed unanimously to approve the minutes of the August 3, 2015 meeting.  Motion by Raschke seconded by Sanderson and passed unanimously to approve the minutes of the August 7, 2015 meeting.

Public Express:  Mayor Peterson informed the guests of the public forum and that he would like to keep each person speaking to three minutes.  Marvin Brinkman stated that he believes they have a situation on his street that would be Maple Street.  Mr. Brinkman asked about building permits and where the measurements start when reaching the 25 foot set back.  Legal Council Petersen presented a copy of the plat for Block 22 for Maple Street in Tyler, Minnesota.  Legal Council Petersen stated that the streets in Tyler are different widths.  Maple Street is 80 feet wide.  Legal Council Petersen stated that for a building permit on Maple street would be 40 feet and then the 25 feet setback for a total of 65 feet from the center of the road.  Bob Sichmeller stated that he would like to build a garage in front of his house to improve his home.  Legal Council told Sichmeller that he would need to be 65 feet from the center of the road or he could apply for a variance.  Sichmeller stated that on Oak Street the houses are not all systemetrical.  Legal Council Petersen stated that Oak Street is 66 feet wide to build on Oak St would be 33 feet and the 25 feet set back.  Sichmeller stated “then I only have 9 feet to build on?”  Sichmeller then stated “ I guess are future is decided”.   Larry Wyttenback was present to represent TRED and asked that the City begin to make the $5,000 budget payment to TRED again as the last few years the city has not been transferring to TRED.  Wyttenback stated that TRED is working on some land to purchase and TRED does not have enough funds to do the purchase unless the city transfers the $5,000.  After some discussion as to why the transfer was not being made Petersen stated that he would like to see the council budget the $5,000 to TRED again.  Legal Council Petersen stated that if TRED would like to purchase land the city will contribute money as needed.   Mayor Peterson suggested that Wyttenback work with TRED and keep the council informed of any actions with the purchase of land and if the council needs to have a special meeting or put TRED on the agenda for next month they sure can be put on.  Gary Manson stated that LCEDC proposal will be coming in less than last year.  Keith Anderson was present and stated that he was at the council meeting for a school project and he had to go to a council meeting or school board meeting and gather information.  The council stated they were glad to see the younger generation at the meeting.

Correspondence:  None

Council Comments – Councilman Sanderson stated that he was informed by John Thomsen that USDA has not asked for the City to request bids for the fire truck yet.

Police Report:  Police Officer Eric Bloch was present for the police report.  There were 44 calls of service.  Other than a cow out, a plane crash and burglary there was nothing out of the ordinary.  As far as the burglary within 24 hours the two suspects were in custody.  The cow was shot by a resident and Mayor Peterson requested that Police Officer Bloch confirm that no reports have to be written on a firearm being discharged in the city limits.  Officer Bloch will let Mayor Peterson know.  The residents are building a new fence so there should be no more incidents.

City Attorney Report:  Legal Council Petersen stated that city needs to enter into a joint powers agreement with the State of Minnesota, Department of Public Safety, Bureau of Criminal Apprehension to use systems and tools available over the States Criminal justice data communications network.  The agreement provides the City the ability to add, modify, and delete connectivity, systems and tools over the five year life of the agreement and obligates the City to pay the costs of the network connection.
Motion by Petersen, seconded by Sanderson and passed unanimously to approve Resolution 15-02 State of Minnesota Joint Powers Agreement with the City of Tyler, Minnesota on behalf of the its City Attorney.

Utility Report:  Administrator Wolfington stated that the review of the paint issue on the water tower is complete.  The latest date that was received is the week of September 24th.  The crew will sand blast the loose paint from the tower and repaint.  

Administrator Wolfington stated that the utility staff is working with a three man crew and it is a busy time of the year.  There will be discussion further in the meeting.  

Administrator Report:  Administrator Wolfington stated that at the July 6 council meeting the council  requested Wolfington  contact the MNDOT about painting a cross walk on the highway going to the pool.  Administrator Wolfington stated that MNDOT did complete a crosswalk study at TH14 at the junction of CSAH 7.  MNDOT stated that when there is a “safe routes to school plan” implemented and school crossings are established they will install school crosswalks and proper signing at a location designated for a “safe school route” that crosses TH14.  Based upon the results of the investigation US14 at the junction CSAH7 needs no crosswalk at this time.  

  In April Robert Larson on the corner of Highland Court asked for assistance in extending his sidewalk to the corner of Willow Street to allow for a cross walk to the Tyler Healthcare Center.  The council had stated they would participate in the project and wanted cost estimates.  Mr. Larson gave Administrator Wolfington a quote of $6,250 from Mike Thooft.  Thooft based his estimate on other sidewalks in Tyler. 
Mr. Thooft stated that the crosswalk portion alone would be between $800 and $1,000.    Motion by Harper seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously to   participate in just the crosswalk along Willow Street to Tyler Healthcare with a cost estimate of up to $1,000.  

Administrator Wolfington presented Resolution 15-01 to set the levy for 2016 at $290,010.  Motion by Petersen, seconded by Sanderson and passed unanimously to set the levy at $290,010.

Motion by Petersen seconded by Sanderson  and passed unanimously to set the Truth in Taxation meeting for December 7, 2015 at 7:30 pm at the Tyler Fire Hall.

Administrator Wolfington presented two applications for the rental of the Bandshell Park.  The applications are for Danebod Church for November 20, 2015 to December 20, 2015 and The Rock Christian Youth Group for December 21, 2015 to January 21, 2016.  All documentation that is needed is present.  Motion by Harper seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously to approve both applications.

Administrator Wolfington presented the 2016 contract from MMUA.  MMUA is our safety compliance program.  The annual payment is $13,511.42.  Motion by Raschke seconded by Harper and passed unanimously to approve the MMUA contract for 2016.

Administrator Wolfington presented the interconnection agreement for Heartland Power.  This agreement asks that Heartland be allowed to purchase power directly from any qualifying facility that generates the energy and since the city operates its own facilities the Motion for Waiver requests that we have the obligation to provide interconnection with a qualifying facility and sell energy to that facility as the opportunity arises at retail.  Motion by Harper, seconded by Petersen and passed unanimously to implement into the city code the interconnection policy with Heartland Power as part of the City of Tyler Ordinances.

Motion by Harper seconded by Raschke and passed unanimously to accept the resignation of Robert Zeug.  Legal Council Petersent stated he wished to express his appreciation to Zeug for stepping up after the tornado of 2011 and going above and beyond.

Administrator Wolfington presented to the council that Zeug had PTO and Comp time that he had not used.  Administrator Wolfington asked the council if they would like to pay him out for his time.  Councilman Harper stated that it seems this is how the council has been going on previous employees that have resigned or retired and he feels this is how they have to proceed with the present employees also.  

Kullen Stanek was present to request assistance with a sidewalk that he had repaired in the downtown area.  The sidewalk on the south side of his building was slanted in towards the building and he took the sidewalk out and installed a ramp to his building and asked the city if they would like to participate in paying for some of the sidewalk.   Stanek stated that the cost of the materials was $752 and the labor was $440.  After some discussion it was decided that the city did not wish to participate in the sidewalk upgrade.  

Stanek did not have the information for the  2016 insurance quote he will be at the October 5, 2015 meeting.

Administrator  Wolfington stated that the utility department is working with three people right now.  There needs to be a replaced for Zeug who resigned.  Administrator Wolfington stated that he has been working  with Lyon Lincoln Electric to have them cover in Zeug’s absence.  Numbers were presented on salaries and cost estimates  to have REA cover and hire a utility work,  the City hire a Lineman, contract electrical out and hire a refuse person.  After much discussion the personal committee with convene and work on options.

Motion by Sanderson seconded by Raschke passed unanimously to pay the bills for August.
